At least 80 percent listed the following service improvements
as either “very” or “somewhat” important:

e 87 percent - Door-to-door service for seniors and the disabled;

86 percent - Express bus service between park and ride lots and employment centers;

e 84 percent - Existing AATA -- The Ride bus service in Ann Arbor and Ypsilanti would run more
frequently, and later in the evening and on weekends;

e 84 percent - An hourly express shuttle bus service would be provided between Detroit Metro
Airport and three stops in Ann Arbor including the Blake Transit Center.

e 81 percent - A new service using small buses and vans in areas where there are not enough
people for regular bus service;

e 81 percent - Information on when the next bus is coming would be provided to cell phones and
posted on electronic signs at major bus stops.
